The audience for this piece was originally Williams herself, and the varied, often intimate observations in each entry speak to this. However, compiling these entries for a broader audience of every race, gender, and background necessitated some changes in the text, and the references to court cases and culture are heavily footnoted. The mix of persuasion and relation suggests that while the piece is primarily aimed at those close to the author’s perspective, Williams intended the piece for an audience that still included some racially prejudiced readers.
